Today’s Trivia 
A pivotal moment in the history of Canterbury Cathedral was the murder of Thomas Becket on 
Tuesday 29 December 1170 by King Henry 11’s knights. The king had frequent conflicts with the 
strong-willed Becket and is said to have exclaimed in frustration, "Who will rid me of this turbulent 
priest?" The knights took it literally and murdered Becket in his own cathedral. Henry 11 was 
appalled and came to Canterbury to ask for forgiveness. From this time Canterbury became a 
place of pilgrimage for Christians who came to pay homage to the saint, as he later became. 
Chaucer’s “Canterbury Tales” are the setting for stories told by pilgrims on the way from London 
to Canterbury.  

  
Tomorrow, look for the polished flagstones which have been worn away by the knees of millions 
of pilgrims through the centuries. 

 
Did you know? - Anne Boleyn was the second wife of King Henry VIII who gave her as a present 
Leeds Castle which you will see tomorrow. His desire to divorce his first wife and marry Anne 
contributed to the English Reformation and the break from the Catholic Church. Henry eventually 
tired of her and Anne was beheaded at the Tower of London - the first English queen to be 
publicly executed. Anne’s daughter later became Queen Elizabeth 1.

This great charter protected certain 
rights of the King's subjects and implicitly supported what became the writ of habeas corpus, 
allowing appeal against unlawful imprisonment. 

Magna Carta was the most significant influence on the gradual historical process that led to the 
rule of constitutional law today in the English speaking world. Magna Carta influenced the 
development of the common law and many constitutional documents, including the United States 
Constitution.
